Grazing Restriction:

The following grazing restriction applies to a portion of the South Pasture. A map displaying
this area was provided to you with your permit; if you need a new map please contact Stan
Towner at the District office.

No salt, mineral or supplemental feed may be placed in these areas from February 1 to August 31
and no concentrations of livestock, i.e., corral use, traps or large gathering of livestock is
allowed. Routine maintenance of range developments is allowed. The purpose of this restriction

is to mitigate wildlife

issues.




Allowable Use:

Proper utilization of forage plants is a necessity to maintain long term productivity of the

rangeland and to protect soils from erosion. Proper utilization will maintain sufficient ground

cover to prevent erosion and meet the physiological needs of key forage plants for maintenance

and reproduction over the long term. Forage utilization guidelines in each upland key area is

35% during the growing season.

Utilization Monitoring of Key Areas:
Key forage utilization monitoring will continue on identified key areas. Forest Service personnel

will conduct monitoring within two weeks before or after livestock leave a scheduled pasture.

Forest Service personnel may also conduct monitoring at the midpoint of the scheduled use

period of a pasture. Key areas will be visited by the Forest Service to determine actual grazing

use. You are encouraged to attend and participate in all monitoring on your allotment. The
approximate monitoring schedule on your allotment is as follows:

Forage Growth and Water Availability:
If forage growth and water availability are not adequate during all or portions of the 2008

grazing season, total or partial livestock removal from the allotment may be necessary. Part 2,

clause 8(c) of the grazing permit provides this option.

Range developments:

All assigned range developments identified in the Term Grazing Permit must be maintained to a
functional status.

In addition, new improvements to be constructed this year (2008) are designated as priority 2

within the Decision dated 8/24/06 for the San Antone allotment.

Pasture Development/Management Practices
Forest Service has supplied 3 water troughs for the Permittee to install on the existing
Central/South | Rincon pipeline, 2 in the Central pasture and 1 in the South pasture.
Forest Service will supply materials and install waterlots around the3 water troughs
Central/South | stated above, after Permittee has completed installation.




Actual Use:

Actual use for the San Antone allotment is 1458 AM’s for the term permit and 318 AM’s for the
private land permit for a total of 1776 AM’s or 1243 AUM s for six months. Actual use
calculated for the Escondido allotment is 1290 AM’s or 903 AUM’s for six months.

Other Information:

A map concerning travel management will be supplied to you for comments. If you have any
questions regarding the travel management rule please contact the District office.

I encourage you to notify the District upon discovery of any livestock carcasses. If a carcass is
within an area that is occupied by gray wolves, carcass removal or treatment may assist in
mitigation of livestock/wolf interaction, and wolf habituation to livestock as a food source.
