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Decision Issued on Purdy Post-Fire Salvage Project

Gallatin National Forest Supervisor Becki Heath recently announced her decision on the Purdy Post-Fire Salvage project.   Her decision includes harvesting approximately 164 acres of dead, dying, and/or diseased timber (about 761 thousand board feet) and planting 27 acres within the project area.   

 According to Supervisor Heath, “The primary purpose of this project is to recover commercial timber products, such as saw logs, firewood, and post and poles, and contribute toward a sustained supply of wood products from National Forest lands.”  

  Salvage activities will be limited to areas that can be accessed by the existing transportation system; no new permanent roads will be constructed.   Harvest will not occur in riparian or designated roadless areas.  

The Purdy Post-Fire project is located in the Wilson and Squaw Creek drainages, approximately 12 air miles south and west of Bozeman, Montana.  The Purdy Fire (Sept. 2001) started as the result of a lightning strike and burned some 5,023 acres of federal, private, and state lands.
