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MT Fish, Wildlife and Parks Trails Grant Sought

The Livingston and Big Timber Ranger Districts of the Gallatin National Forest are jointly applying for a Montana Department of Fish, Wildlife and Parks 2005 Recreational Trails Grant.  If awarded, the grant would be used to assist in funding four seasonal backcountry rangers in the Crazy Mountains, northeast of Livingston, Montana.  The backcountry rangers would:

·  Educate and inform trail users concerning: forest travel regulations, “Leave No Trace” and “Tread Lightly” low-impact concepts, landownership boundaries, and provide information about noxious weeds.   
· Maintain trails and update trailhead bulletin board information.  Rangers would also partner with local volunteer crews to maintain trails.   

· Collect data consistent with the inventory and monitoring done for the 2002 Recreation Trails Grant.  This data would include documenting user created trails, campsite impacts, and locations of noxious weeds.  

Previous Montana Department of Fish, Wildlife and Parks Recreational Trails Grants have allowed the Livingston and Big Timber Ranger Districts to increase our staffing in the Crazy Mountains.
