The Emergency Special Order closing a portion of the Lewis and Clark National Forest in the Little Belt Mountains will be rescinded September 3.  Re-opened to public entry is the area surrounding Big Baldy Mountain in Township 14 North, Range 9 East, Sections 16, 17, 20, and 21.  Forest Road #330 beginning in T 13 N, R 9 E, north one-half of Section 4 and ending in T 13 N, R 9 E, north one-half of Section 29 leading through the area is also open, as are forest trails #733 and #416.


Previously, the closure was implemented for the safety of emergency personnel working in a recent aircraft crash site, but the investigation and retrieval activities are now completed.
