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FEE-FREE DAY AND FALL CAMPGROUND SCHEDULE

Lewis and Clark National Forest officials announced that fees for camping are waived on September 18, 2004, as part of the National Public Lands Day celebration.  The Lewis and Clark Interpretive Center will have free admission on Saturday also.

Most campgrounds in the Lewis and Clark National Forest will be open with regular camping fees in place until the end of hunting season, or until roads are closed by snow.  Individual National Forest campsites are available on a first-come, first-served basis. 


Although most developed campgrounds will remain open as weather conditions permit, hunters and campers are advised to carry drinking water as the water systems may be shut down for the season.
