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FALL BURNING PLANNED

The staff of White Sulphur Springs Ranger District, Lewis and Clark National Forest, plans to start the fall prescribed burning program within the next month if weather conditions permit.

Approximately 14 acres of pile burning are planned in the Spur Park and Higgins Park area of the Little Belt Mountains approximately 12 miles southeast of Neihart.  These piles resulted from fire suppression efforts on the Ant Park Fire during the summer of 2003.  Burning them will reduce hazardous fuel accumulations and remove hazards from designated snowmobile routes.

Additionally, there are 10-12 acres of logging slash hand piles remaining in the Daniels/Kinney Timber Sale in the Adams and Jumping Creek drainages approximately 17 miles northeast of White Sulphur Springs.  Burning these piles will reduce hazardous fuel accumulations so that the effects of wildfire will be reduced, and the visual quality of the area will be enhanced.

Timing of ignition of these piles is planned so as to minimize impacts on hunters and other recreationists.  Signs will be posted at forest access points alerting the public of burn operations prior to ignition.
