SPECIAL RESTRICTIONS 

LEWIS AND CLARK NATIONAL FOREST

MUSSELSHELL RANGER DISTRICT

LITTLE SNOWY MOUNTAINS

By authority of the Secretary of Agriculture and pursuant to 36 Code of Federal Regulations, Subpart B, Sections 261.50(a), 261.51(a), 261.51(b), 261.54, and 261.56 the following area and roads within the Lewis and Clark National Forest, Little Snowy Mountains, is restricted to increase security and reduce displacement for deer and elk, prevent spread of noxious weeds, reduce user conflict, prevent erosion and ensure public health and safety.  

Area Restriction

Motorized vehicle use on National Forest System lands in the Little Snowy Mountains, other than snowmobile use, is permitted only on designated roads.  These lands are closed to all off-road motorized vehicle use.  Snowmobiles are restricted to designated roads from October 15 to December 1, but may travel off road December 1 through October 15.  

Road Restrictions:

The following roads are open yearlong without restriction: 

(1)  Forest Road #271 beginning in Section  36, T12N, R21E and ending in Section 13, T12N, R21E.

(2)  Forest Road #272, beginning in Section 35, T12N, R21E and ending in Section 28, T12N, R21E.

(3)  Forest Road# 272A segment beginning in SW 1/4 Section 29, T12N, R21E and ending in NW 1/4 Section 29, T12N, R21 and Forest Road# 272A segment beginning in NE ¼ Section 29, T12N, R21E and ending in N 1/2 Section 29, T12N, R21E.

(4)  Forest Road #273, beginning in Section 34, T12N, R21E and ending in Section 32, T12N, R21E.

(5)  Forest Road #15905, beginning in Section 35, T12N, R21E and ending in Section 1, T11N, R21E.

(6)  Forest Road #8942, beginning in Section 31, T12N, R21E and ending in Section 36, T12N, R20E.

(7)  Forest Road #574, beginning in NW 1/4, NW 1/4 Section 15, T12N, R21E and ending in SW 1/4, NW 1/4 Section 15, T12N, R21E.

All other roads are closed yearlong to all motorized vehicle use.

The Special Restriction becomes effective as of 00:01 am on March 16, 2004, remains in effect until rescinded, and supersedes Special Restriction 95-11 dated October 23, 1995.
Exemptions to prohibitions contained in this order are:

1.  Any Federal, State or Local Officer, or member of an organized search rescue or firefighting force, in the performance of an official duty.

2.  Administrative use by permit.
