Attractions & Considerations:    
 
The Needle Creek Trail follows the creek until it reaches the lower end of Chicago Basin, 5 miles up the trail. There are few legal camping spots until 
you reach Chicago Basin. There is a permanent fire ban in Needle Creek and all of its headwaters. At 6.5 miles you begin the steep climb to 
Columbine Pass. There are switchbacks for the next 2 miles and an ascent of 1,500 feet. The alpine meadows are full of blooming wildflowers in late
