PALS 
currently automates 
production of the quarterly 
Schedule of Proposed 
Actions (SOPA) (FSH 
1909.15, 07) and facilitates 
biannual reporting of 
Cooperating Agency 
information to the Council on 
Environmental Quality 
(CEQ). PALS will also 
improve our ability to 
respond to internal and 
external data requests. 
 
 

All National Forests will use 
PALS for tracking/reporting 
of projects whose decisions 
are expected to be 
documented in a Decision 
Memo, Decision Notice, or 
Record of Decision under the 
National Environmental 
Policy Act (NEPA).
