The Ottawa National Forest in the Upper Peninsula of Michigan is looking for several volunteers to serve as campground hosts for the 2003 camping season.  The wooded splendor of the Ottawa and its remote campgrounds offers a unique opportunity to work with people in an outdoor environment.   There is a need for hosts at the Bessemer, Ontonagon, Kenton, Iron River and Watersmeet Ranger Districts.  

And what is a campground host?  The host is a volunteer who agrees to spend all or part of the camping season in a National Forest Campground.  A host’s function is to provide other campers with information on the area and make campers feel welcome.  Some hosts perform light maintenance duties throughout the campgrounds.  A campsite is provided to the host free of charge.  Most campgrounds are fairly remote and do not offer electrical hookups, but abundant wildlife, songbirds, hiking, biking, swimming and fishing, boating and canoeing are the trade-offs.   Campgrounds range in size from 10 sites to 40 sites and offer a variety of features such as lakeside campsites, swimming beaches, boat landings, picnic areas, and interpretive hiking trails.
