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Wanted! Campground Host Volunteers for the Ottawa National Forest

Campground Host Volunteers serve as Forest Service ambassadors, providing friendly and helpful recreational customer service.  Hosts are our extra set of eyes and ears!  Your presence as a host in a campground creates opportunities to share information with forest visitors and to assist Forest Service personnel in providing a quality recreation setting for those same visitors.

Responsibilities of Campground Host Volunteers:

· Welcome visitors and assist in making their stay a pleasant one by being friendly and helpful

· Provide information as needed including information about rules and regulations

· Assist in maintaining clean and safe facilities and grounds

· Conduct light maintenance as appropriate to skill level; could include painting/staining, sign maintenance or mowing.

· IF applicable, assist in posting updated “National Reservation System” signage in campgrounds using this system.

Specific duties or responsibilities are negotiated and specifically stated on a volunteer agreement.

Note that duties of Campground Host Volunteers exclude law enforcement activities.  All enforcement is the action of the US Forest Service, Sheriff Department or Michigan State Police.

A neat and clean personal appearance of our Campground Host Volunteers is a must in order to present a positive image to our visitors.  Keeping your complimentary campsite orderly, clean and safe is also requested.

We ask our Campground Host Volunteers to commit to at least 30 days, available sometime during the period from Memorial Day weekend to Labor Day weekend.  In general, we ask for a five (5) day week that includes the busiest visitor days, i.e. weekends.
