Public Participation Results

The development of this site was discussed
and analyzed as part of a larger project
(designated dispersed site sand camping) in a
NEPA process with full public involvement.

This site was discussed as part of the Oregon
Dunes NRA Management Plan. The Plan was
3+ years in development and an EIS with full
public involvement was prepared.

A decision was made to develop this site as part
of the designated dispersed site sand camping
project. The project, including this site, was not
appealed.

The Dunes Plan was signed in 1994. It was
appealed, but the all appeals (10) were denied
by the Regional Forester. This specific element
of the Plan was not appealed.

Brief Description of Project Area

The site is located at the Oregon Dunes National Recreation Area, in an area that is open for off-highway vehicle (OHV) riding. It is a very popular and nationally known OHV area.
The riding area is comprised primarily of coastal sand dunes. There are numerous standard amenity fee sites within the NRA. The staging area will provide a place for peopleto
park their highway vehicles and trailers and off-load their OHVs. From the staging area (trailhead) they can ride their OHV directly onto the riding area.
