In accordance with 2400-6 timber sale contract version 9/73 provisions B6.81 and C6.84 or versions 7/01 and 4/04 provisions B6.811 and B6.84, and in accordance with 2400-13 G.8.1.1, Forest Service may approve alternate scaling locations in lieu of the location listed in contract.  Alternate scaling sites must meet criteria established in FSH 2409.15, section 23.11, prior to approval.

Forest Service (FS)Approval/Agreement

This agreement is made between the United States Forest Service and the Purchaser of said timber sale. The Alternate Scaling site(s) listed above is approved in lieu of Scaling site listed in A14/A15/A10/A.10 of the Timber Sale and Stewardship contracts. Scaling is authorized at the above location(s) subject to the following conditions.

1. FS must receive a Scaling Authorization form, R6-FS-2400-29, for the approved Alternate Scaling site(s), stamped received by the Contract Scaling Organization(s) (CSO), or Third Party Scaling Organization(s) (TPSO) when applicable, prior to commencing haul to those locations.

2. Amendments to the R6-FS-2400-29, when agreed to and signed by both parties and submitted to the CSO/TPSO(s), shall constitute approval for revision to the initial agreement. 

3. Purchaser will make scaling deposits prior to log haul when using Contract Scaling Organizations.

4. As per B6.841 or G.8.4.1 Route of Haul, Purchaser shall furnish a map, or written description, showing the proposed route of haul from the Sale Area to the approved Scaling site(s). 

5. The agreed to Alternate Scaling site(s) shall have a current Yard or Truck Scale Location Agreement. The Scale Location Owner shall conduct the alternate scaling operation according to the terms and procedures set forth in that document. 

6. Purchaser shall bear all charges or fees for weighing services including all reports and                                                                    mailing of  data.

7. If the Purchaser plans to haul National Forest logs from a Scaled sale to this scale location on weekends or holidays, the Purchaser shall make arrangements with the appropriate Forest Service Officer by 12 noon Friday for weekend scaling and by 12 noon on the normal work day prior to the scheduled holiday. (See #14 Additional Clauses.)

8. Purchaser will require Product Removal Permits to be completed, in accordance with the instructions on the inside cover of the Product Removal Permit book, by the designated individual other than the truck driver. (Reference C6.84)

9. The Forest Service intention is that all loads of National Forest logs from a Scaled sale will be scaled in the daylight period on the same day as loaded/hauled and delivered.  Same day scale is intended and shall be required when daylight hours permit or when the Regional Forester has approved artificial lights, for scaling after daylight hours.  Purchaser agrees to plan and execute log haul from the sale to ensure same day scale at the loads destination. The Contracting Officer may approve departures from the same day scale policy for a specific situation of this sale. Specific situations are listed in #14 Additional Clauses.

10.  Purchaser agrees to notify the Sale Administrator upon learning of situations involving flat tires, accidents, or mechanical failures, which prevents delivery to the designated scale location(s) the same day the load leaves the Sale Area.  Sale Administrator and Purchaser will agree to additional log accountability measures for these loads.  In the event that a load reaches the designated scale location in time to be unloaded in the presence of CSO/TPSO personnel, but cannot be scaled the same day, Purchaser agrees to follow procedures outlined in the Scale Location Agreement for late load security.

11. It is agreed that remote inspections of loaded log trucks for accountability purposes (Reference B6.841, b or G.8.4.1, b) will be made at the following location(s):

12. The procedure for alerting truck drivers to stop for inspection will be:

13.  If the ability to provide remote check scaling or monitoring of haul routes requires Forest Service to go out of scaling zone, or the rate of haul is minimal, or travel distance cannot be met within same day by the Forest Service, the Purchaser will enter into a co-op agreement with the Forest Service to deposit funds for administration for this work. (See #14 Additional Clauses.)

14. Additional Clauses:

Per #7 above; appropriate Forest Service Officer shall be: name & phone number

      Per #9 intent for departures are when same day scale cannot be met due to long hauls

      Per #13 intent is for unusual circumstances requested by purchaser which creates extra costs such as                                  overnight visits for check scaling or monitoring. Any funds remaining after sale closure must be returned to the purchaser. 

The intent of this agreement is to maintain log accountability.  It is the responsibility of both parties to monitor performance to assure that the terms of this agreement are being met. 

Either party may cancel this agreement by advance written notice, at no additional cost to the Government. Both parties will approve any exceptions to this agreement in advance.

If the Forest Service suspends or terminates the scaling of National Forest logs at this location, the scaling will be performed at the location listed in the Timber Sale or Stewardship Contract, or at other locations specified on the Scaler Information Form R6-FS-2400-29.

By signing below, Purchaser agrees to all above conditions. Violation of this agreement may result in cancellation.
