	General Conditions

	Amount Payable for Timber. Purchaser shall pay to USDA Forest Service the total sale value for products and road maintenance when the contract is executed. Additional timber shall be paid for prior to removal.

Additional Timber. Forest Service may add to the contract timber cut to facilitate operations and undesignated trees damaged by Purchaser. Such timber shall be paid for at contract rates, plus deposits. Timber subject to agreement may be added to the contract, subject to agreement on volume.

Statutory Compliance. Purchaser agrees to conduct operations under this contract and other related business activities in compliance with Federal, State, and local statutes, standards, orders, permits, or other regulations.
Use of Roads by Purchaser. Purchaser is authorized to use existing National Forest roads when such use will not cause damage to the roads or National Forest resources and when hauling can be done safely.
Road Maintenance. If Purchaser elects to use different roads than those in Forest Service Road Maintenance Plan, Forest Service shall determine Purchaser’s commensurate share of road maintenance and revise road maintenance deposits.
Product Identification. West of the 100th meridian, before transport, unless Contracting Officer determines that circumstances warrant a written waiver or adjustment, Purchaser shall hammer brand, with assigned brand, all products that are eight (8) feet or more in length and one-third (1/3) or more sound, on each end that is seven (7) inches or more in diameter. Products that require domestic processing that are eight (8) feet or more in length and one-third (1/3) or more sound must also be painted with a spot of highway-yellow paint at least three (3) square inches in size on each end that is seven (7) inches or more in diameter. All hammer brands and/or highway-yellow paint must remain on logs until they are domestically processed.
Title Passage. All right, title, and interest in and to timber shall vest in Purchaser when it has been decked and paid for. Title to any timber that has not been removed from National Forest land by Purchaser on or prior to termination date shall revert to Forest Service.
Liability for Loss. If timber is destroyed or damaged the party holding title shall bear the value loss resulting from such destruction or damage.
Contract Term Adjustment. The contract term shall be adjusted to include additional calendar days equal to the actual time lost if hauling is interrupted due to causes beyond Purchaser’s control or Purchaser accepts Forest Service written request to interrupt or delay operations.
Contract Term Extension. If the associated procurement contract is extended the contract term of this contract shall be extended to include additional calendar days equal to the additional time on the procurement contract.
Termination. In event the associated procurement contract is canceled, this contract shall be terminated without liability to either party due to the termination. Purchaser shall receive a refund for any included timber not removed due to termination.

Disputes. This contract is subject to the Contract Disputes Act of 1978.

FSH 2409.18 DIRECTION FOR THE USE OF THE FS-2400-2 CONTRACT

53.71 - Contract for Sale of Decked Timber Contract Form FS-2400-2

This lump sum contract is intended for use with a procurement contract where the procurement contract provides for removing the timber and skidding it to a road or decking it on a landing or road.  The contract includes only the minimum provisions required to load and transport the timber.  The contract may also be used for the sale of decked timber, and in a timber settlement sale.

The contract is limited to 1 page, including additional “Other Conditions.”  Procurement contracting officers may act as Contracting Officers for this contract (FSM 2404.26).

53.71a - Completion of Original Contract

The Timber Information Manager (TIM) automatically enters much of the data for Decked Timber Contract Form FS-2400-2.  If contracts are completed outside of TIM, they must be entered into TIM as soon as practicable.

Regional Foresters must not vary wording of printed provisions without approval of the Washington Office Director of Forest and Rangeland Management.  The following instructions apply:

1.  Region.  TIM enters name automatically.

2.  National Forest.  TIM enters name automatically.

3.  Ranger District.  TIM enters name automatically.

4.  Sale Name:  TIM enters name automatically.

5.  Purchaser’s Name and Complete Address.  Obtain the purchaser’s name and complete address from the prospective purchaser and enter them into the space provided.  For advertised sales, transfer the purchaser’s name and complete address from Bid For Advertised Timber, Forms FS-2400-14UR, FS-2400-14TV, and FS-2400-14WA, or Form FS-2400-42a, Advertisement and Short-Form Bid or from the procurement contract bidding documents.

6.  Contract Number.  TIM generates the contract number.

7.  Procurement Contract Number.  Enter the procurement contract number or not applicable.

8.  Award Date.  TIM enters the day data is entered into the system.  Users can change the date to the date of the Contracting Officer’s award letter.

FS-2400-2 Handbook Direction (continued)

9.  Termination Date.  Enter the end date (date the work is required to be completed) for the contract.

10.  Legal Location.  Provide the legal description or describe where the products will be removed.

11.  Product Designation.  For Product, Species, and Unit of Measure (UOM), select the line items to be sold on the contract from a list of values in TIM.  Enter the amount of the quantity to be sold.  Transfer the “Rate per UOM” from the bid form to the “Product Rate per UOM” column on the contract and transfer the Associated Charges from the bid form to the “Road Maintenance Deposits per UOM” column on the contract.  TIM computes the “Total Products $,” “Total Road Maintenance $,” and “Total Sale Value” items.  TIM also computes the total sold quantity in CCF.

12.  Other Conditions.  Regions and Forests can prepare standard “Other Conditions” to be programmed within TIM to be printed on every contract or individual contracts.  Ranger Districts can create additional “Other Conditions” at the time of contract issuance.

13.  Signatures.  TIM may print one or two copies of the contract.  If the purchaser is a co-partnership, the signatures should be:  XYZ Company, by John Doe, a member of the firm.  If the purchaser is a corporation, the form of signature should be:  XYZ Company, by John Doe, President (or other officer or agent) and the seal of the corporation must be impressed or indicated.  The certificate must be completed if purchaser is a corporation.  If the corporation has no corporate seal that fact shall be stated, in which case a scroll or adhesive seal shall follow the corporate name.  The purchaser and the Contracting Officer must sign and date both copies, if two original copies are needed.  Keep one original for the file and give the purchaser one original.  If the Contracting Officer and the purchaser sign one contract, the Contracting Officer shall keep the original and shall provide the purchaser a photocopy.

Enter data from the Decked Timber Contract Form FS-2400-2 into the Automated Timber Sale Accounting System (ATSA) as Permit Form FS-2400-4.  Enter data from the Decked Timber Contract Form FS-2400-2 and Form FS-6500-89, Bill for Collection, into the Sales Tracking and Reporting System (STARS) for entry into TIM.
