A.1 Project Summary/Objectives:

The purpose of the SAFR Planning project is to reduce hazardous fuels occurring adjacent to the town of Sisters and near by communities.  The project was identified under the recent Healthy Forest Initiative (HFI) and the Healthy Forest Restoration Act (HFRA) legislation.  Before the suppression of wildfires, vegetation types in the project area consisted of mainly open stands of ponderosa pine with a brush/forb/grass understory.  Decades of fires suppression in the area has resulted in overstocked stands of predominately smaller diameter trees and a heavy brush understory.  Resource objectives for the SAFR project include reducing the risk of wildfire by thinning smaller trees to reduce stand density, mowing of brush to reduce ladder fuels, and by reintroducing prescribed fire.

A.2 Project Location:  Describe where the project is located relative to the nearest community.
The project is located in central Oregon on the east side of the Cascade Mountain Range and is located to the east of the town of Sisters Oregon.

A.3 Size of Project Area:

The project area covers approximately 31,000 acres.  Of the 31,000 acres in the planning area approximately 27,000 are Forest Service lands.

Treatments would include a combination of thinning smaller trees from below, mowing of brush, and burning with prescribed fire.  Treatments would occur over a period of years.  This is necessary to both meet the desired condition objectives and to also provide the opportunity to apply maintenance treatments such as periodic application of prescribed fire.

The SAFR planning project was initiated in January of 2005.  At that time the planned project was introduced to the Committee working on a Greater Sisters Country (GSC) Community Wildfire Protection Plan (CWPP).  Since that time collaboration has continued with the CWPP Committee to develop a proposed action. The final GSC CWPP was signed in the summer of 2005.  At that time a letter of support for the SAFR project was provided to the Sisters Ranger District by the CWPP Committee.  In February 2005 the planning project was presented to the Sisters City Council whom later also provided the Ranger District with a letter supporting the planning project.  Groups cooperating in the project development to data also include the Confederated Tribes of Warm Springs, Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife, and the B&B Provincial Advisory Committee (PAC) working group.  At this time we are still working on the development of the project proposed action and plan to have a public meeting to assist with the project design in September of 2005.
