This proposal is a small portion of the larger Sumpter Interface Vegetation/Fuels Project in the Powder River Drainage that has been complete by the Forest over the past several years.  Objective is to manipulate the vegetation and fuels of warm-dry forest, through a combination of commercial timber harvesting, non-commercial thinning, and prescribed burning, to create sustainable, resilient ecological conditions, and ultimately move the landscape toward more historical conditions.    

Stewardship authority approval is needed to utilized timber receipts for fuels reduction (piling) work.  We are also seeking approval to work in conjunction with the BLM under a joint stewardship project.  This will be a BLM administered stewardship contract.
