Designations of named acting’s made by COs of Integrated Resource Timber Contracts prior to the issuance of this letter are approved as part of this delegation.  The designations will remain in effect until the return of the CO, or they are rescinded.  

The limits of CO authority for each named individual above for the selling and disposing of forest products are those granted to each of them as a Contracting Officer for timber sales.  Their authority on IRTC includes those restorative work activities related to vegetative treatments, and other activities able to be completed by Purchasers of National Forest timber, i.e., road closure and/or decommissioning, culvert replacement for fish passage, road construction/maintenance to reduce erosion and sedimentation affecting water quality, etc.  

Authority and responsibilities as a Contracting Officer include:


1. Working with Acquisition Management in contract preparation, development of the requests for proposal, evaluation of proposals, and award to assure compliance with FAR requirements related to best value for the government;  


2. Administration of the contract under 36 CFR, Subpart B, 223.111 through 223.116, and FSH 2409.19, Chapter 60;


3. Resolution of claims by a Contractor against the Government and claims by the Government; and


4. Designation of qualified individuals, as needed, to fill the following positions:

Forest Service Representative

Engineering Representative

Sale Administrator

Contracting Officer Representative on restorative service work activities

Other contract administration team members, as needed

Authorities and responsibilities not included in this delegation:


1. Settling claims on disputes that another federal agency is specifically authorized to administer,


2. Settling claims on disputes involving fraud,

3. Termination of the contract without Regional Forester’s approval, and


4. Actions prohibited by legislation or by policy included in the Forest Service Manual.


The following additional conditions related to this authority:


1. Procedures and requirements of the Forest Service Manual, Handbooks, Code of Federal Regulations, and the Region 6 Stewardship User Guide, as amended and supplemented, are to be followed, 


2. This authority requires close coordination with Acquisition Management, 

3. Contracting Officers are to implement the requirements contained in the letter signed by me approving stewardship projects, and 

4. Contracting Officers are to assure that all elements of the Contractor’s Technical Proposal accepted by the Forest Service as the best value for the government become a binding part of the IRTC. 

Those listed above designated to serve during the absence of the designated Contracting Officer are strongly encouraged to seek counsel from your FSR, RFR, another CO, or the Regional office in coordinating with resource specialists related to additional or a change in protection measures for T&E species, change in logging systems requested by the contractor, fire waivers, provision interpretation, or other situations with potential resource impacts, prior to making a decision.
