Table 1 identifies project objectives from the signed decision memos.  This project comes from the Round Butte 3 Decision, signed in 2008 and the Round Butte II Fuel Reduction and Biomass Project, signed 2005.  A total of 904 acres were covered between the two projects, of which 899 acres are proposed for treatment.
