Thank you for your recent inquiry or continued interest in obtaining a recreation special use permit to conduct your activity on Inyo National Forest system lands.  Some of you who are receiving this letter may have held or currently hold a special use permit.  For others, this may be a new request.  Regardless, we continue to receive proposals for many different uses on a daily basis and we are requesting that you submit your special use proposal, application and/or operating plan at least 180 days prior to the requested start date of your proposed activity.  

After formally accepting your proposal, this time frame will allow us set aside a sufficient amount of time to process your permit, which may include a commensurate level of environmental analysis.  Our Forest Service Manual directs us to respond to an initial proposal within 60 days.  Once your proposal has been accepted, (starting the application process) adequate time is necessary to further process the request.  Sufficient lead time helps with efficiencies during the permitting process.  If we receive your proposal, application and/or operating plan less than 180 days prior to the proposed dates of operation, we may not be able to process your permit in the timeframe requested.   

From our standpoint, as soon as we approve your proposal and/or begin processing your application we then become partners.  In order to make this a successful partnership, submission of your proposal, application and/or operating plan no later than 180 days prior to the beginning of your activity is essential. We look forward to working with you in the future and thank you for your cooperation.
