11:30 to 11:50
Students use information from exhibits inside the Observatory to complete the worksheet “Volcanoes Shake and Bake”.  

11:50 to 12:30
Have ranger at the information desk make an announcement over the PA system for students to the bus to eat lunch.  Due to problems with food scraps, litter and aggressive ground squirrels we request that school groups not eat lunch in the viewing plaza adjacent to the observatory.   

12:30 to 1:30
Return to the viewing plaza and conduct one of the “Eruption Trail’ lesson plans posted on the teachers corner:
