RECREATION 
 
The Forest maintains 76 family campgrounds, 12 group campgrounds, and 23 picnic grounds and 15 boating sites.  Five downhill ski areas and 1 cross country area are located wholly or partially on 
National Forest System lands and are operated by private parties with special-use permits.  In addition, 8 organization/private camps, 158 recreation residences, 4 resorts, 40 white water rafting, 
mountaineering and outfitter guide services provide recreation experiences through the permit system.   
 
Recreation Visitor Use Survey was conducted in FY 2001.  Forest data currently being tabulated nationally; results are pending.
