
S-200, INITIAL ATTACK INCIDENT COMMANDER 
1996 16 hrs 
 
 
Course Description 
 
This course is designed to meet the training needs of the ICT4.  It is presented in a 
lecture/discussion format and supplemented with group exercises.  The six instructional units 
cover:  Readiness and Mobilization; Size-up, Planning, and Ordering; Deployment and 
Containment; Administrative Requirements; and Post-Fire Evaluation.  Evaluation of the student 
is by unit tests and a final examination. 
 
 
Objectives 
 
• Gather essential data about the fire and lead the initial attack resources to the fire. 
• Size up the fire and plan the strategy and tactics with the available resources. 
• Communicate information to the designated officer. 
• Brief and deploy initial attack resources and make adjustments to the plan when necessary. 
• Maintain adequate records and participate in post fire activities with the designated officer. 
 
 
Target Group 
 
Personnel desiring to be qualified as an incident commander type 4 (ICT4). 
 
 
Minimum Instructor Qualifications
 
Lead instructor must be a qualified incident commander type 3 (ICT3) or prescribed fire burn 
boss type 2 (RXB2). 
 
Unit instructors must be qualified as incident commanders type 4 (ICT4).
