NATIONAL FOREST SYSTEM ROADS &

OCCUPANY AND USE

COLVILLE NATIONAL FOREST

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50(a) and (b), and to provide for public safety, the following acts are prohibited within the Growden Dam Closure Area on the Colville National Forest.  This Order is effective from June 1, 2009, through September 22, 2009.

1. Prohibit public use of all roads on the 2000220 road system and road 2000215 during the construction period starting June 1, 2009.

2. Prohibit public use of the Growden Interpretive Site during the construction period starting June 1, 2009.

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50(e), the following persons are exempt from this Order:

1. Persons with a permit specifically authorizing the otherwise prohibited act or omission.

2. Any Federal, State, or Local Law Enforcement Officer or member of an organized rescue or firefighting force in the performance of an official duty.

3. Persons engaged in the dam removal project, including but not limited to the Air Force Reserve, contractors, and members of the public during authorized visits.

4. Forest Service personnel under official business.

These prohibitions are in addition to the general prohibitions in 36 CFR Part 261, Subpart A.
