This project is located in Sections 33 and 34, T. 37 N., R. 43 E., W.M. (refer to attached Vicinity Map).  The road is not a Forest Service System road, but is authorized across National Forest System (NFS) lands under a road easement issued to the Edgewater South Improvement Association.  It provides access to eight parcels of privately owned property.  

The road lies within the Pend Oreille River watershed and crosses several unnamed streams.
The road lies within an area designated as MA 6 by the Colville National Forest Land and Resource Management Plan.

Approximately 0.63 mile is located on NFS lands.  The remaining 0.8 mile is on private property owned by members of the Edgewater South Improvement Association (refer to attached Ownership Map).

A. This is a road reconstruction project to improve the condition and future maintenance of existing infrastructure.
B.  No.

C.  Approximately 1.5 miles of road would be reconstructed.  Reconstruction would include widening the running surface; replacing, repairing and/or adding drainage structures/features; and adding surfacing as needed to make the road usable on a year round basis. 
D.  An environmental analysis would be required – including preparation of a Biological Evaluation, surveys for sensitive plants, and surveys for heritage resources.

E.  The road reconstruction would be contracted out (refer to attached project work plan).

F.  The desired outcome is an appropriately designed and reconstructed road with adequate drainage and surfacing to allow year round use with a measurable reduction in road related soil erosion.  The intent is to design the road to be nearly self-maintaining in terms of drainage. 

G.  Members of the Edgewater South Improvement Association.

H.  The sooner it is implemented, the less off-site soil movement will be incurred.  Ideally, reconstruction work would need to be scheduled to occur during the late spring and summer.

	Response:
A.  This project would provide employment opportunities for the business contracted to perform the reconstructionl (A.1)

It would measurably improve maintenance of existing infrastructure (A.2) through redesign and reconstruction of the road.  The road does not currently have adequate drainage or surfacing and requires continual maintenance to keep it passable to motorized vehicles.  The current design of the road causes runoff to turn wheel ruts into gullies, thereby moving soil off-site. 
Several streams cross the road.  Reduction in erosion will reduce the amount of sediment delivered from the road to the streams (A.4).  Although several run only seasonally, they do so during the period of greatest erosion potential.  Sediment delivered to these streams in turn impacts the Pend Oreille River (located from 0.2 to 0.5 miles downstream).

B.  There are no other related projects in the area with which to coordinate the proposed project.

C.  The cooperative relationship between the Edgewater South Improvement Association (easement holder) and the Forest Service would be improved.  By facilitating the reconstruction of the road, the Forest Service would become an positive partner in management of the road.  The reconstruction would not likely be done by the Association alone due to cost.

D.  This project is in the public interest  because it would correct a problem that is currently resulting in resource damage on NFS lands.  It would benefit the small community of the Edgewater South Improvement Association, consisting of eight landowners, by providing them with year round access to their property and reducing the annual time and money spent maintaining the road.
E.  This project would benefit federal lands by reducing the movement of soil material down the road surface or off the road and into streams it crosses.  Both soil and water resources would benefit from an improved road design.
