	Response:

A.  This project will provide a safe swimming area at the West Sullivan Lake Campground and Day Use area.  A prior dock located here was removed in 1999 due to safety concerns.  Sullivan Lake has had a swimming dock for the last 30 years.  Four years ago the dock was removed due to an advanced state of safety concerns and structural problems.  Various groups and individuals are interested in re-establishing the swim dock because of the high amount of day use and swimming that occurs in the area, with the small amount of beach available.    A swim dock would be designed and established at the West Sullivan Campground.   In addition, an approach will be constructed, and additional swim buoys and boating markers will be placed in the lake.  The community is interested in partnering with the Forest Service to get the work done.   The title II grant would help purchase the dock building materials and proper swim line floats to re-establish the swim area.   This project will meet the purpose of the act to maintain the infrastructure available for public use on National Forests.

B. The Colville National Forest does not have a strategic plan specific to dispersed sites, but it has been a focus point for several years as the Districts have implemented concessionaire programs in the campgrounds so that maintenance levels and public service could continue to be provided on National Forest.

C. One swimming dock and swimming area would be constructed.

D. Army Corps of Engineering permit will need to be confirmed for the new location of the dock.  Cultural work will have to be done to establish the location of the dock connection to land.

E. The Forest Service will implement the project with design work done by FS engineers or by contract, whereby they design and build the structure.   There has already been some preliminary design and cost estimates done.

F. The desired outcome is to create a safe swimming area for the day use beach located at West Sullivan Campground and day use area.   This day use area will continue to have free access for the next few years, while other day use locations around the lake will have day use charges.   The loss of the old swim dock has created a situation where there is no reasonable swimming area located at West Sullivan, creating an unsafe situation with boaters, and extreme crowding of the beach at East Sullivan.   Reestablishment of swim dock and buoys will correct this situation, reduce bank erosion, and establish good will between the FS and regular Sullivan Lake users.

G. The Forest Service is working in partnership with concessionaires, Lions Club, and the Pend Oreille county citizens for recreation to provide this facility.

H. This project has become time sensitive because the old dock has been removed for a couple of years now, and safety has become a serious issue during this time.

I. This project has not been funded by RAC before, however it has had funding collected through several different means to meet project goals.  This funding has been held in suspense until total funds could be collected.

	Response:
A. This project will be to improve the maintenance of existing infrastructure, although the actual dock has had to be removed due to safety concerns.

B. This is no other project like this one on adjacent lands.

C. The Forest Service will work with the Pend Oreille Citizens for recreation in designing and establishing the new swim dock.   The removal of this swim dock before the new dock could be funded and established has been a sore spot with many that recreate in the area, as well as those that come to Sullivan Lake to recreate from further locations, such as Spokane and Colville.   The project is strongly supported by community leaders and members, and will provide opportunity for the community and the Forest Service to once again provide safe swimming at this camping and day use facility. 

D. The communities near Sullivan Lake view Sullivan Lake as the largest draw for tourism to North Pend Oreille County.   Sullivan Lake is very popular for day use to many community members from the area.  It is a very popular draw for teens, young children, and their parents.    The re-creation of the swim dock will make swimming safe, with definite boundaries for the kids, which will also prevent boats entering the swim area.  This seems to be the biggest issue that is affecting users.

E. This project will benefit National Forest Recreation management by making a delineated safe swimming area for day users and campers.
