	Response:

A. The project will be a continuation of handpulling of EWM in 2002 which is funded with Title II dollars.   The handpulling will be done by contract divers from the regional area.  All parts of EWM will be removed from the lake and trucked away from the site.  This project is considered in 2004 because it is deemed impossible to be certain that all EWM will be removed in 2003.   The handpulling will take place over a number of days to be determined by how successful the handpulling is in 2003.  It is assumed that the number of days will be less than in 2003.  

B. This project is part of a 3 year plan to rid the lake of this invasive species.

C. 2 acres will be treated; work will go to regional divers for approximately 6 laborer days.

D. Environmental analysis has been completed and signed for 3 years of milfoil control in Nile Lake; all cultural/ historic work had been done.

E. The handpulling of EWM will be done by contract divers from the regional area. 

F. The desired outcome is the eventual elimination of EWM from Nile Lake.  This project will eliminate a source for the spread of EWM to other waters in the region.  Reducing the potential future infestation of public waters with EWM will save the community money in the long term by not having to control it in other lakes and reservoirs.  Money spent on future control ultimately comes from public coffers.  In addition, the handpulling of EWM will create a few days of employment for contract divers in the region.  Eliminating the weed from Nile Lake will improve the fish habitat and indirectly the recreational fishing experience by the public on this water body.

H. Yes, if followup treatment is delayed, the EWM infestation may increase in distribution, making it more expensive for future treatments.

I. Yes, this will be part 3 of previous handpulling that was funded in 2002 by Title II dollars.   Last year, approximately 5.5 to 8 tons of EWM was removed from Nile Lake through the use of Title II dollars.
