	Response:

A.  This project will improve the existing crossing of two 4’ culverts with a bottomless 24’ arch to enhance fish passage and increase the crossing capacity.
B.  This project will enhance safety and longevity for the public to access National Forest System lands and decrease loading in the drainage.
C. Approximately 1,500 yards of rip rap will be needed to reprofile the stream channel and armorize the banks.  The project is proposed for a 20 day window and will be preformed with local contractors from the County’s small works roster. Pend Oreille County engineering staff, with assistance from the Forest Service will complete the preliminary engineering and design. 
D.  NEPA requirements will need to be met as part of this project, with the Forest Service issuing decision documents before ground-disturbance begins.  

E.  The Kalispel Tribe of Indians will be hired to gather data for the NEPA/NHP/NHPA analysis. A County crew of eleven trucks and a foreman will be on site for 8 to 10 days in replacing the structure. 

F.  Once improved, the Road crossing will enhance fish passage and lessen the sediment loading within the stream.

G.  Pend Oreille County, and the Kaniksu National Forest are partners in this project, for the benefit of the area.

H.  This project is time sensitive if the County is to complete the design, engineering, and environmental work in time for work to begin in the fall, 2004, to meet HPA requirements.

A.  The Bear Paw Road crossing Improvement is the access to National Forest System land. The project will reduce infrastructure maintenance and the deteriorated condition creating erosion into the West Branch of Priest River.  Implementation will reduce water quality impacts and improve the health of the riparian ecosystem.  
B.  This is a stand-alone project.

C.  Recreational users, the County, and the Forest Service will be enhanced by the Road and the crossing improvements.

A. The County, Forest Service, and other interested parties will collect baseline data to show the current ecological conditions as part of the NEPA process.  This baseline data will be compared to data to be gathered every six months after completion of the project (for three years) to show the ecological benefit of the project (completed by all partners). 

B. Pend Oreille County intends to hire a minimum of two contractors for the excavation and setting of the structure. The County will track direct employment from the project in its records.

C. The County will compare the counts in the 2004 season and beyond with the baseline data gathered in 2003 to show increased usage of the Road.
D. The County will hold its contractors liable, pursuant to County procurement regulations, if there is failure to comply with the terms of this agreement.
