	Response:

This funding will support expenses involved in developing and writing a Community Wildfire Protection Plan (CWPP), including hiring a consultant who will work under the auspices of Pend Oreille County Emergency Management with assistance and direction from the Local Coordinating Committee.  

The Pend Oreille Local Coordinating Committee is already in place, and will provide for collaboration between local and state government representatives, in consultation with federal agencies and other interested parties. The CWPP will identify and prioritize areas for hazardous fuel reduction treatments and recommend the types and methods of treatment that will protect at-risk areas and essential infrastructure.  The CWPP will recommend measures that homeowners and fire districts can take to reduce the ignitability of structures throughout Pend Oreille County.

The plan will be structured around local fire districts where they exist, and volunteer personnel will be involved in plan development.  Community Base Maps will be established to identify inhabited areas at risk, critical infrastructure such as escape routes, municipal water supply structures and major power or communication lines that are at risk from wildfire, and a preliminary designation of WUI zones.  

Fuel hazards will be evaluated on federal and nonfederal land within or near areas of habitation and infrastructure.  Each area of identified hazardous fuels will be rated and shown on the base map as high, medium or low threat to the community. Rate of wildfire occurrence, homes businesses and essential infrastructure, and other community values such as critical wildlife habitat or recreation areas will also be identified on the map with those ratings. The plan will assess the level of emergency preparedness for wildfire, including evacuation planning, safety zones and fire assistance agreements.  

The plan will establish hazard reduction priorities and recommendations to reduce structural ignitability, incorporating diverse community involvement.

An action plan will identify roles and responsibilities, funding needs and timetables for carrying out the highest priority projects.  An assessment strategy will ensure that the document maintains relevance.  

The partners for this project include staff and personnel of Pend Oreille County’s eight fire districts and five fire departments.  Additional partners are the members of the local coordinating committee organized in response to National Fire Plan issues. These include representatives from Pend Oreille County, Kalispel Tribe, U.S. Forest Service, WA Department of Natural Resources, WSU Extension, PUD, Pend Oreille Conservation District, FireSafe Spokane, fire districts and departments, and interested citizens.  

The project is time-sensitive in that funding for future wildfire protection projects within the county (on both federal and private land) may be dependent on the completion of this plan.  

If full funding for the project is not available, a lesser amount will at least allow a coordinator to begin the planning process and seek additional funding with this as match.  

The Kalispel Tribe has applied for National Fire Plan funding for a tribal community wildfire protection plan. FireSafe Spokane has applied for National Fire Plan funding for a community wildfire protection plan for the Bead Lake area.  If funding is granted for either or both of these projects, they will bring additional match and tier with this effort.
