WAMBAW CYCLE TRAIL
Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50(b), the following act is prohibited on the Wambaw Cycle Trail on the Francis Marion National Forest in Berkeley County, South Carolina.   This Order is effective August 1, 2009, until August 1, 2014.
This Order will apply to the North and South Loops of the Wambaw Cycle Trail (Exhibits A and B) according to the following schedule:  

· On days set and published by the South Carolina Department of Natural Resources as open for deer hunting by dog drives on the Wambaw Wildlife Management Area, the North Loop will be closed. 

· On days set and published by the South Carolina Department of Natural Resources as open for deer hunting by dog drives on the Northhampton Wildlife Management Area, the South Loop will be closed. 

Actual dates change yearly and will be published by the South Carolina Department of Natural Resources.

1. Public health and safety riding the trail on a closed day is prohibited.  
[36 CFR 261.53(e)]
Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50(e), the following persons are exempt from this Order:

1. Any federal, state or local officer, or member of an organized rescue or fire fighting force in performance of an official duty.

2. Persons with a permit specifically authorizing the otherwise prohibited act.
