NATIONAL FOREST SYSTEM TRAILS

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50(b), the following acts are prohibited on all designated National Forest System hiking, nature, and interpretative trails within the Francis Marion and Sumter National Forests.  This order is effective August 1, 2009, until August 1, 2014.
1. Using a motorized vehicle.  [36 CFR 261.55(b)]
2. Using a bicycle.  [36 CFR 261.55(b)]

3. Shortcutting a switchback in a trail.  [36 CFR 261.55(e)]
4. Possessing or using a saddle, pack or draft animal.  [36 CFR 261.58(aa)]

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50(e) the following persons are exempt from this order:

1. Persons with a permit specifically authorizing the otherwise prohibited act or omission.

2. Any Federal, State, or local officer, or member of an organized rescue or fire fighting force in performance of an official duty.

3. Trails, or any portions thereof, specifically posted as open to the otherwise prohibited act.

This prohibition is in addition to the general prohibitions in 36 CFR Part 261, Subpart A
