The Caribbean National Forest (CNF), El Yunque, is preparing a Comprehensive River Management Plan (CRMP) for the Rio Mameyes, Rio de La Mina and Rio Icacos.  The segments of these rivers located within the CNF boundaries were designated as part of the National Wild and Scenic River System through the Caribbean National Forest Wild and Scenic Rivers Act of 2002 (P.L. 107-563, December 19, 2002).  The intent of the Wild and Scenic Rivers Act (WSRA) is described in Section 1(b): 

“It is hereby declared to be the policy of the United States that certain selected rivers of the Nation which, with their immediate environments, possess outstandingly remarkable scenic, recreational, geologic, fish and wildlife, historic, cultural, or other similar values, shall be preserved in free-flowing condition, and that they and their immediate environments shall be protected for the benefit and enjoyment of present and future generations.”
