The following tips for using this Web site are intended to provide information.

Viewing Maps

Viewing and printing maps from the web is a convenient and highly visual tool; however, it may pose a few challenges. For instance, the graphic detail can cause the size of the maps to be very large. Web users also have access to a wide variety of software, computers, and internet speeds. Therefore, we are offering our maps in two formats: JPEG (joint photographic experts group) and PDF (portable document format). The JPEG format is smaller and more suitable for viewing on screen, whereas the PDF maps are larger and more suitable for printing.

PDF Downloading and Viewing Tips
Many of the documents on this Web site are in PDF format. The most commonly used reader for PDF is Adobe Reader. We recommend that you have a recent version for optimum viewing.
Downloading PDF - To download and save the map file to your hard drive and then view it with Adobe Reader, click on the ‘Download Map’ button. This will copy the PDF map to your computer and allow you to view and print directly from your computer.

Viewing PDF Maps - When viewing a map on the screen with Adobe Reader use the zoom in [image: image1.bmp] and zoom out [image: image2.bmp] tools to view a particular section of the map. You may also use the “Hand” button [image: image3.bmp] to move or pan around the map and bring particular areas into view. The exact location of these buttons may differ with various PDF readers and versions, so please check the Adobe Reader software for help. 
Printing PDF Maps - PDF maps are ideal for printing on large paper. If you try to print a large PDF map on 8.5”x11” paper, the result will be a reduction in map size and you will lose detail and clarity. You can avoid this by zooming in to an area of interest, clicking on the Graphics Select Tool (G) button [image: image4.bmp] and selecting the area you would like to print. Then choose the “Selected Graphic” in the print window [image: image5.png]


 and print on the preferred size of paper.
