Welcome and Greetings.

Jackie welcomed and greeted participants; brought greetings from Sandy, introduced Sarah; introduced self and explained replacing Sandy due to Sandy’s recent surgery.  Participants introduced selves and related their interest / connection with the forest.

Agenda

Reviewed agenda as printed on newsprint.

Common Ground Review

Participants reviewed print-outs of previous meeting notes and “Common Ground” statements.  A brief discussion resulted in basic agreement with what they discussed in previous meetings and with the reports as presented.  

Select 3 – 4 of the Common Ground Points Most Important to Group

The group worked collaboratively and identified the most important areas of Common Ground.  Two participants were selected to represent the group in the reporting session - Derrek Knowles and Lloyd McGee.  Key points of the forest plan should include:
Lloyd McGee

· Support local communities 

· Sustainable forest products

· Sustainable roadless areas

· Balance these two land areas – map balance

· Unroaded – WUI remain unroaded

Derrek Knowles

· Roadless lands – primarily for non-motorized recreation

· Roaded Lands – primarily for motorized recreation

· Non-motorized experiences maintained in roaded landscape

· Exchanges between motorized and non-motorized routes can be considered to reduce conflict

Select Speaker(s) to Whole Group
Lloyd McGee and Derrek Knowles were the selected speakers.

* Due to confusion about group numbering – who is group 1? Who is group 2, this group unofficially named itself, “The SNAGS”.
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Discussion – Response to Large Group Common Grounds
Posters from the other groups were placed on a long table so participants could read them and make comment.  Participants signed their names beside specific segments of each of the other Common Ground areas proposed.  Discussion followed and collaboration began, resulting in a group agreement to various aspects of the other Common Ground reports.  Responses were as follows:
Facilitator Susan – Group 1   WUI – IRA 

Strong support for the WUI – Recreation Motorized being least restrictive.  Questions and some reservation about trail swaps – needed more info from the group and want more discussion on the trail swaps.
Some questions about meaning of “no wild fire – full suppression”.  Realized this was referring to the “overlap” area.  
Facilitator Susan -  Group 2 – non-WUI and WUI Roaded
1)The statement about timber harvest was somewhat supported.  The second statement was revised to read, “Prioritize fuels reduction to protect homes and communities.  Road system sized to capacity to maintain it - - seek funding to staff the agency to maintain the roads.
2) WUI / nonWUI IRA – Maintain roadless characteristics – supported.

3) Trails – last statement was revised to state, “ Trails lost should be replaced within the district.

Facilitator Bob – Group 4   Roaded (non-IRA) 
Lengthy discussion about the statement, “…using best available science”.   Further discussion about productive collaboration that supports projects.  Group agreed to strike the phrase  “…using best available science”, from the Common Ground statement presented.

This group had some questions and wanted clarification on some of the Common Ground reports brought forth by the other groups.  They were anticipating further discussion and collaboration with the other groups and were a bit disappointed that didn’t happen.
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
