· Fire… did supp fire had to check with land owners. Collaborative. Sliding scale . if practices will be developed collaborative 

· Cant move an IRA but you can move experience see #1 or trail
· Situation 2 on 2nd page non IRA and non motorized trails.  Makes sense to individual.  Think about breakdowns.

· Moving trails as closer to WUI.  Closer IRA should be bicycle and hiking. Farther away from IRA should be motorized fro noise purposes.  Needs to be collaborative.  At all levels.
· Cattle grazing control.  Not represented here at meeting. Grazing was overlooked in meetings.

· Wildland fire roads in right places to combat fire.  Make cat lines hiking trails or put trails where they could be used as fire suppression.
· Moving trails out of IRA has a problem with that.  Would be upset of existing l motorized trials being moved.  Taking trail out of IRA you lose the experience. Is there a way to provide an equal experience as a swap?  There is a qualifier that states there has to be an equal experience.
