Agenda Topic: Introductions

Agenda Topic: Review of November Meeting Items

Handouts:   Copies of previous meeting notes were available.
Discussion:  Kimpton Cooper reviewed the topics that were discussed at the meeting that was held November 19, 2008.  Topics that were covered were the Collaborative Framework, NEPA vs. HFRA and the Group Sideboards.  The group was given time to ask any questions that they had from the previous meetings. 

Mark Johnson also gave an update on the fire modeling program and new data from the stand exams that were completed this summer.  760 plots were updated to produce the new analysis for flame length and possibility of crown fire.  Mark had maps to share with the group that were created with the new data.  
Agenda Topic: Update from Oregon Department of Forestry
Discussion:  David King gave an update from the Oregon Department of Forestry; he updated the group on a grant that the State had applied for that would work well in conjunction with the Federal money and planning area.  David said that they should know by mid-summer if they have received the grant money.  
Agenda Topic: Project Objectives
Discussion:  Mike Rassbach and Kimpton Cooper went over the Project Objectives and explained the process that would be used to create the draft plan for action, these are in no particular order. 
· Protection of public health, safety and private property,

· Reduction of Hazardous Fuels, 

· Improvement of Stand health and vigor, and

· Provide for firefighter safety

Agenda Topic: Tollgate Treatment Themes

Discussion:  Mike Rassbach opened the floor to everyone to speak of what they saw as the treatment themes that needed to occur in the proposed analysis area.  

· Bernard Chapman – There are older stands that have a high fire hazard that need to be treated, these stands have been affected by bug kill and blow down.
· Morrows – Brought in a written comment that explained where they thought needed the most attention.  In this area there was also significant wind damage and bug kill.  These areas are important to help reduce the fire hazard, reduce the high fuel accumulation, reduce travel hazards for wildlife as well as humans, and to improve the scenic value of the areas.  

· Tom Insko – Hopes that we look at this on a landscape basis, with a priority next to private lands and wildernesses creating buffer zones.  Also that we look at the financial objectives so that we can accomplish the most with the amount of funds that are available.  At the end of the day he would like to see an improvement in the recreation ability and safety of the public within the WUI area and to reduce the risk of a catastrophic fire entering into the WUI area.  In addition to these results, he would like the group to look at the possibility of merchantable timber or pulp wood coming out of the treatment process.
The following themes were placed on the flip chart for the meeting participants to place in an order of importance to them. Each participant recorded their thoughts on a note card that was then handed into Kimpton Cooper. 
1. Fuel treatments in Mature stands

2. Access/Egress routes protection hazardous tree treatment

3. Treatment of insect/disease 

4. Salvage of down material 

5. Economic benefits

6. Protection of recreation opportunities 

7. Provide recreation opportunities 

8. Improve scenic values 

9. Improve wildlife habitat

10. Treat stands adjacent to private land
