An informal and not documented market of forest products is available through artisans in
PR. The analysis of this market in PR will provide new alternatives to private landowners.
Informal surveys has demonstrate the use of small diameter wood products for the
construction of musical instruments and small crafts products with potential markets in and
outside the island. Communication with other Government agencies (Cultural Affairs Office
and Economic Development Office) has been establish to integrate a potential small wood
and none wood product program that can be connected with private land owners through
sustainable forestry practices. A well documented inventory of this informal markets is
needed to establish specific products and market needs to develop a long term forest
products program in PR.

Produce a forest products market inventory of wood and none wood products in PR

Island wide surveys to assess production methods, wood processing methods,
actual supply methods and market strategies of wood and none wood products
is the considered strategy. A consultant proposal will be considered for this
product as the main option to obtain the information. The integration of other
Government agencies to supply their information and contacts will facilitate the
identification of important markets and products to be considered in the
analysis. A permanent forest products group will be integrated through the
Stewardship Council to formalize the program and help in the analysis of the
information to consider permanent program activities.

It will identify and document alternatives to private land owners to receive
additional incomes from managed forest areas. Enhance a local market of forest
products and provide exporting alternative for musical instruments.
Conservation and efficient application of forestry practices in private lands will
prevent and mitigate impacts. Identify areas where management restore
impacted forests reducing potential forest health problems. Will enhance
managing working forest landscape for multiple values and uses.

Economic alternatives for artisans will provide direct impact to this
group because the supply of basic forest products will be available in an
organize system and more accessible through the island. Recognition of local
products and efficient use of resources will provide additional value to
conservation areas and initiatives. Potential increase in the quality and supply of
forest products like musical instruments and crafts can provide economic
benefits to marginal communities. Private land owners can receive direct
benefits of a permanent forest products programs that integrate the products
and users of forest products with the assistance of Government agencies.

The inventory and analysis of forest products in PR will provide clear information
of the actual and potential use of forest markets in the island. Private land
owners with Forest Stewardship plans will be provided with new
options and alternatives to maintain and develop new options to their working
forest conditions. The exposure of efficient use of timber and none timber forest
products will provided a recognition of the resources providing an economical
alternative to land owners. Integration of other Government agencies will help
to recognize additional values and benefits of forest management practices.

Private land owners with or without Forest Stewardship plans will receive the
benefits of have direct participation. This opportunity will enhance the
development of management plan in critical forest areas in the island. Artisans
and small business initiatives of forest products will be impacted from a
permanent forest product initiatives. The residents of Puerto Rico will receive the
benefits of a wood product markets with exportation alternatives. Communities
with marginal resources can consider cooperative programs to manage forest
products with this initiative.

What are the desired

outcomes?
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1) A forest product market inventory. To identify main products and market
strategies plus potential development of additional markets.
2) A forest product program and working group in the Stewardship Council. To
maintain the initiative and provide assistance in the development of a
permanent program.
3) Integration of Government Offices : To provide information of artisans and
markets and maintain a direct contact providing forest land owners with
economic alternatives not available.
4) Capacitation of Forest Bureau personnel. The forest technicians will benefit of
the data collection and potential integration of new forest practices in revise
Stewardship plans.

The production of the forest product market inventory is expected to be
completed in the first year of the project. The critical forest areas in PR will be
considered to identify towns trough this region a 100% of this towns should be
surveyed and considered in the inventory. The percentage of artisans contacted
according to the Cultural Affairs office and the Economic Development Office
will be measured to assure that all the artisans were contacted and at least a 75%
participation is considered. Percentage of Stewardship participants willing to
integrate in the program will be measured to consider management plans
revisions. The organization of potential community group cooperative initiatives
will be measured. The second year will be measured in terms of the creation of a
permanent programs that use and the inventory information.

The main outcome is the forest products market inventory of wood and none
wood product in PR to have a well documented data base of the existing market
and its working process. The inventory will provide the base for analysis of the
markets and develop a permanent forest products strategy in PR considering the
land owner and potential Government assistance through the connection of
users and providers. A permanent working group of forest markets products will
be integrated at the Forest Stewardship Council and in two years a PR forest
product strategy will be develop for formal endorsement of the government.

In the first year the forest products inventory will be conducted and initial
contact to develop a working group will be done. In the second year the
information provided by the inventory will be enhance with data to connect the
participation of forest land owners in the economic initiative. Community
groups will be contacted to integrate community meetings to present the
inventory results and consider potential economic projects. The Economic
Development Office will be integrated in the community meetings. The Forest
Stewardship council will be informed from the beginning of the project so that
the results and participation in the second year is used to develop and revise an
strategic plan of forest products initiatives in PR.
