CAUTION: There are bears in the area. Please keep all 

foods, soaps, and garbage properly stored. 

The road going into the campground is rough. 4WD vehicles 
are recommended. 2WD pickups  can make it provided they 
have ample ground clearance. 

Because of the remote locaƟon of the campground, 
emergency medical aid is not readily available. A well‐
stocked first aid kit is a necessity. 

Single units are limited to 2 vehicle and 6 people per site.  

Keep family pets on a leash at all Ɵmes.  

Use the grill or fire ring provided and make sure your fire is 
dead out before leaving. Use only water, not soil.  Use only 
dead and down wood for your campfires. 

No garbage service. Pack It In, Pack It Out. 

Check Ahead. No campfires allowed during fire restricƟons. 

Trail Users ‐ Please obtain and carry a WAG bag (human 
waste disposal bag) available at sporƟng goods 
stores and at Crystal InformaƟon staƟon.. 

WAG bag disposal box provided for responsible 
and proper disposal along the trail to the Rubicon.
