
 

NOTICE OF DECISIONS 

USDA-Forest Service

The Heber Ranger District, Uinta National Forest, has completed environmental analyses for the 
continuation of livestock grazing following current grazing management on the Currant Creek 
and Bear Hole Allotments.  The Responsible Official, District Ranger Julie King, approved 
Decision Memos for the Currant Creek and Bear Hole Allotments on September 24, 2007.  

This legal notice provides notification of the final decisions associated with these Allotments.   
Pursuant to 36 CFR 215.12(f) and Earth Island Institute v. Ruthenbeck, No. CIV F-03-386 JKS 
(E.D. Cal., October 19, 2005), the decisions are not subject to appeal.  The decisions are subject 
to appeal pursuant to 36 CFR 251.82(3).  It may only be appealed by those who hold or, in 
certain instances, those who have applied for a written authorization to occupy and use National 
Forest System lands, if that authorization would be affected by this decision.  Notice of appeal 
must be postmarked or received by the Appeal Reviewing Officer within 45 days of this 
decision. The notice of appeal should be sent to: Brian Ferebee, Forest Supervisor; Uinta 
National Forest; 88 West 100 North; Provo, Utah 84601: Fax Number (801) 342-5143.  A copy 
of the notice of appeal must be filed simultaneously with Julie King, Heber Ranger District; 2460 
South Highway 40, Heber city, Utah 84032. Appeals must meet the content requirements of 36 
CFR 251.90. This decision will be implemented immediately upon issuance, and may be 
implemented during the appeal process, unless the Reviewing Officer grants a stay (36 CFR 
251.91).
