Developed Recreation Candidates must demonstrate enthusiastic, patient and effective public communication skills, be able to demonstrate accuracy and organization, the ability to work in a positive team environment, and flexibility for work schedules and work conditions (weekends required).  A Forest Service uniform will be required daily wear.  Candidates will contact volunteer hosts, clean recreation facilities, assist with recreation site mowing and weed-wacking, collect and count recreation pass fees, perform various small maintenance projects (painting, unclogging toilets, posting signs) and work alone or with others. There may be opportunities to assist the trail crew also.  Duty location is Hood River, OR.
