9. Project Goals and Objectives: The primary objective for the Dungeness River Large Wood
Enhancement Project is to promote recovery of Endangered Species Act (ESA) listed salmon,
steelhead, and char by increasing in-stream complexity, and improving the following habitat
elements:

1. Channel length and edge habitat

2. Pool frequency

3. Stability and retention of organic debris

4. In-stream cover

5. Sorting and stability of streambed substrate

6. Floodplain connectivity (frequency of side channel and overbank inundation)

We will achieve these goals within the project sites by constructing a set of strategically placed log
jams to simulate natural logjams that used to be common in the Dungeness River. This technique has
been used to improve fish habitat in large rivers throughout the pacific northwest. Recreating stable,
functional large wood in the river system through construction of strategically placed wood jams will
maximize the habitat forming benefits of deflecting flow, creating local scour pools, sorting in-stream
sediment, increasing local water surface elevations, and providing in-stream cover; all of which
increase in-stream channel and habitat complexity. The reintroduced large wood will provide
persistent habitat over time as the channel continues to evolve.

10. Project Description:
a. Brief: (in one sentence) The Jamestown S’Klallam Tribe and Olympic National Forest are
collaborating to implement a restoration project to improve fish habitat within the Dungeness and
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Gray Wolf Rivers by constructing 11 log jams in the Dungeness and Gray Wolf Rivers on National
Forest lands, at approximately river mile (RM) 14.2 on the Dungeness River and RM 0.4 to 2.0 on the
Gray Wolf River.

b. Detailed: Log jams would be constructed by flying in trees and materials to the river channel by
helicopter, no excavation or recontouring of the streambed and channel with heavy machinery would
occur. This action would occur in Clallam County within the Middle Dungeness River and Lower
Gray Wolf River subwatersheds.

The Jamestown Tribe has secured the majority of the funding for project implementation through a
$518,000 grant from the Salmon Recovery Funding Board (SRFB). The Tribe secured an EPA grant
that covered engineering and design for the project, which was about $95,000. The Forest Service
will be donating the trees from dense second-growth stands, estimated value to be $150,000. Tree
with rootwads and rock collars will be trucked to staging areas, then helicoptered into the river.

Project engineering and design have been completed by Natural Systems Design, a leading river
engineering firm in the region. Stands of trees for source materials have been identified on National
Forest lands. NEPA is underway with anticipated completion the spring of 2016. Due to higher
helicopter costs than first planned, additional funding is needed to fully fund the helicopter contract
portion of the project.

Salmon habitat restoration provides a number of tangible benefits to local communities both
recreationally and aesthetically by increasing biodiversity. Habitat restoration projects also generate
income locally. This project will invest over $400,000 into the local economy and Dungeness
ecosystem.

19. How does the project benefit federal lands/resources?

Salmon and char habitat in these reaches was severely degraded by historical wood removal projects
and has not recovered. Wood removal has ceased, but these reaches remain extremely lacking in
wood-formed large deep pools and stable spawning habitat. The engineered log jams will restore
stable, complex spawning and rearing habitat by scouring pools, stabilizing spawning riffles, retaining
salmon carcasses, providing cover, and encouraging the formation of side channels and floodplain
connectivity.
