ALL campfires in fire pan or fire blanket

Fires NOT allowed in:
Alice/Twin Lakes drainage
Toxaway/Farley Lakes drainage
Goat Creek drainage

Alpine Creek drainage

Fires must be 200 yards from the following
lakes: Sawtooth, Goat, Alpine (near Iron
Creek), Alpine and Saddleback (near
Redfish), Scenic

July 1 — Labor Day: NO off trail fires

Pack it in, Pack it out — all of it!

Bury human waste 6-8 inches deep 100-200
feet from water

Carry out toilet paper

NO bicycles, motor vehicles, carts, aircraft

No permit required - sign in at sign in box

Use only existing fire rings

Fires must be 200 yards from the following
lakes: Cirque, Cove, Sapphire, Sheep, Slide,
