1. BIDDER'S QUALIFICATIONS: Before a bid is considered for award, the Bidder may be required to
submit a statement regarding the Bidder's previous experience in performing comparable work, business affiliates and
technical organizations, financial resources, intended product processing facilities and its timber exporting history.

2. PREPARATION OF SEALED BIDS: Bids shall be manually signed, bid prices entered into each block of
the 'Bid Rate' column (block 14g) for all material subject to bidding and all fill-in blanks completed. The bid rates in
cotumn 14g for each species must be equal Lo or greater than the advertised rate for each species in column 14f. If
crasures ot other changes appear on the forms, the person signing the bid must initial each erasure or change.

3. SUBMISSION OF SEALED BIDS: Sealed bids, with the accompanying bid guarantee, must be submitted
to the Sale Officer, designated by the advertisement as the receiving ocficer, at or prior to the time established by the
advertisement.
