DIVISION 100 

 GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS CROP TREE RELEASE
100 - SCOPE OF CONTRACT
A)  It is the intent of this contract to release crop trees.  The objective of these treatments is to cut and or gridle individual trees marked by the Forest Service that interfer with crop trees (using chainsaws, brush cutters or other hand tools).
B)  This requires tree cutting, slash treatment, and related work in compliance with its terms, specifications and provisions.  Trees greater than 7” in diameter, at breast height, will be girdled. Other marked trees generally less than 7” in diameter will be cut and felled.  The work will occur in a young pole to small sawlog sized stand that is 23 years old.  The contractor shall furnish operating supplies, tools, labor, equipment, transportation, supervision, and incidentals except those items listed as Government-furnished property.  

110 - LOCATION AND DESCRIPTION
Project 003 Area 1
The area can be found along Forest Road 399 and on either side of FR 399A and along FR 127 (also known as Adamson Road). The boundary of the cutting area was painted with a pink two stripe.  The trees to be cut are marked with yellow paint.  The area is 39 acres in size.
120 – PRODUCTION
The density of trees in the work area varies within the unit.  Only by on-the-ground examination can a prospective Contractors determine the work entailed in felling and slash disposal.  In some areas, very few trees were marked to cut.  The estimated number of trees to cut/girdle is around 625.
130 - GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY

The Government will provide the following Government property at the time of the pre-work conference, unless otherwise stated:

140 - PRE-WORK CONFERENCE


Prior to the start of work, and as soon as possible after the award of the contract, the Contractor  will contact the Project Inspector or the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) and mutually agree on a pre-work conference date and location to discuss the contract terms, and work performance requirements.

150- PROGRESSION OF WORK

Work must be completed by the contract termination date.  Work must be scheduled so it does not occur during song bird nesting season (April 1 to June 30).  If work occurs during the winter months where snow depth is greater than six inches, inspection of the area will not take place until snow depths drop to six inches.
160 – SAFETY
It is the contractor’s responsibility to ensure that the work environment is safe for themselves as well as their employees.  If the Contractor feels that a requirement of this contract would place them or their employees in an unsafe environment, then work should stop on that area of work and the contractor should contact the COR immediately.  Work on other areas of the contract that the Contractor does not view as unsafe should continue.  
It is recommended that the Contractor utilize appropriate personal protective safety equipment/clothing (per OSHA regulations), which may include, but is not limited to, a hard hat, leg protection, ear protection, and hand protection, while working in the project areas.

170 – NOTIFICATION
The Contractor is required to keep the COR currently informed of their work schedule and physical location of their work force to permit ready location and timely inspection of accomplished work.  The Contractor shall also notify the COR at least monthly of the progress being attained on this project.  This notification can be either oral or written.
DIVISION 200 - TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS

200 – TREE CUTTING  
The contractor will cut or gridle all trees marked by the Forest Service. These trees have been designated by yellow paint. Trees greater than 7 inches in diameter, at breast height, will be girdled. Gridling trees is a  physical cutting or disruption of the cambial sap flow within a tree.  A cut around the entire stem is necessary to sever the layer of living cells lying between the wood and bark of a stem. Two cuts around the stem of the tree is needed. Other marked trees generally 2” to 7” in diameter will be cut down.  These trees have been designated by yellow paint.  
210 - STUMP HEIGHTS
Maximum stump heights shall be 6 inches above the ground, unless designated in writing by the COR.  Stump sprouts (multiple stems) will be cut as close to the ground as possible.  Stumps will be cut in a manner which results in a flat (parallel with the ground) surface.  Angular stump cuts will not be allowed.  Trees shall be completely severed from the stump.  

 220 - BOUNDARY TREES
Boundary trees are not to be felled.  The boundary is marked with pink paint.
230 - SLASH DISPOSAL

Slash (cut/felled material) shall be placed on or near the ground surface (no higher than 3 feet), so that it will not lean against or be suspended by an uncut tree.  Care should be taken when felling trees so they do not damage co-dominant or dominant trees in the stand.
240 - PROTECTION, USE, AND MAINTENANCE OF IMPROVEMENTS
Cut trees shall be felled away from pipelines, private property lines, oil, gas and mineral development, wells, power lines, trails, fences, survey monuments, roads, streams, and any other improvements designated by the COR.  Cut trees will be removed from existing skid roads.  If such improvements are damaged by Contractor's operations, the Contractor shall restore them to conditions existing prior to damage.  
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
