The trails go through many different forest 

types ranging from pine plantations, mixed 

northern hardwoods, barrens and young          

aspen stands.

 Cross Country travel is not permitted. Stay 

on designated trails. 

 ATV / UTVs greater than 65” in width    

prohibited on trail system. 

 Trail users are required to follow all      

Wisconsin ATV / UTV Laws. 

 All ATVs must have current Wisconsin   

registration decals to legally operate. 

 Motor Vehicle Use Maps are available at 

all USFS District offices
