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North Fork Bull River, Trail #972: (5/18) Trail has been cleared. Be advised the trail is
narrow and brushy and may not be appropriate for stock use. Be advised road #2722 is
washed out at the junction of road #410. This adds approximately 1.5 miles to the hike.

Middle Fork Bull River, Trail #978: (6/9) Trail has been cleared to 1.5 miles past the
Wilderness Boundary. Be advised the trail is narrow and brushy and may not be appropriate
for stock use. Be advised road #2722 is washed out at the junction of road #410. This adds
approximately .75 miles to the hike.

Dad Peak, Trail #987: Unknown.
Devils Club, Trail #966: Unknown.

St. Paul Lake, Trail #646: (5/9) Trail has been cleared to the lake. The first two campsites
are open, but all sites on the lake shore are under water.

Moran Basin, Trail #993: Trail is clear to the Wilderness Boundary.

Chicago Peak: Unknown.

Rock Lake, Trail #935: (5/5) Trail has been cleared. There is some snow around the lake.
The lake is covered in ice.

Engle Lake, Trail #932: (6/4) Snow on trail close to trail head.
Engle Peak, Trail #926: Unknown

Wanless Lake, Trail #924: (5/11) The trail is cleared to 1 mile from the Wilderness
Boundary. The snow line starts 1 mile from the ridge.

Bear Paw, Trail #923: (6/7) Trail is cleared.

Goat Ridge, Trail #921: (6/7) Trail is cleared from Green Mountain to the Bear Paw
junction.

Buck Lake and Lost Buck Pass, Trail #912 (Swamp Creek): (4/26) Trail cleared to the
Wilderness Boundary.

South Divide Trail, Trail #360: Unknown.
