Firefighters performed fuel mitigation yesterday and will continue to do so today along the perimeter of
the fire. Fire spread was very minimal due to the amount of rain the area received last night and the night
before. More precipitation is expected throughout the rest of the week with localized flooding possible.

While the fire on the Northwest flank is still active, firefighters will continue to monitor its movement to
ensure the fire is meeting the objectives. Crews will continue clean-up and work along FR 610 and 219.
