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FREE FIREWOOD AVAILABLE ON THE LOGAN RANGER DISTRICT 
 

Logan, Utah, September 22, 2016 – Free firewood is available at the Dewitt 
picnic area on the Logan Ranger District. The wood is black/crack willow which was 
downed this summer during a hazardous tree removal project in Guinavah Malibu 
campground.  Individuals will be allowed to collect two cords from the designated site in 
Dewitt picnic area.  No other cutting or gathering of wood will be allowed. A chainsaw is 
required to cut the wood into smaller manageable pieces.    

A letter must be obtained from the Logan Ranger District authorizing transport of 
the wood before collection.  The district office is located at 1500 East, Highway 89, 
Logan, Utah and open from 8:00 a.m to 4:30 p.m. Monday through Friday.  Firewood 
gathering is available on a first-come, first-served basis.   
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
