Roads and Gravel Pits

Proposed Road Changes

Four miles of existing unauthorized road would be added to the managed system to provide adequate access to lands that are in need of management.  
● Two roads would provide access to gravel pits.  These roads would remain open for public motorized use. 
● One road would provide access to National Forest land.  This road would remain open for public motorized use.  

● Three roads would provide access to other landowners, such as the State of Minnesota.  These roads would not be open for public motorized use.
Fifteen miles of unauthorized road would be decommissioned.  See Proposed Action Map for the location of these roads.  Unauthorized roads are road corridors that exist on the ground but are not included in the Forest Service managed road system.  There is not a need for these roads in the foreseeable future; therefore, they would be decommissioned.  Decommissioning a road includes demolition, dismantling, removal, and obliteration.
Ninety-three miles of previously-used temporary road corridor would be re-used.  Twenty-one miles of new temporary road would be constructed to access vegetation management units.  All temporary roads would be decommissioned upon completion of management activities.
