Stop the invasion of...
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Reduces livestock and wildlife forage


Suppresses native plant communities


Increases surface water runoff and soil sedimentation


Produces an allelopathic compound that reduces germination of some grass species





Report sightings to national forest office 


Avoid transporting plants or seed by travel through infested areas


Remove all seeds from clothing, shoes, pets, and equipment and tire treads.


Volunteer to assist with removal of invasive species 














Biennial herb that grows in 1’ to 3’ tall tufted clumps	


Seedlings form a rosette of alternate, pinnately to bipinnately dissected leaves 4-8” long


Flowers: white to pink or purple, growing at the end of the stems in thistle-like heads.
