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Aggressive species that displaces native crayfish


Reduce the amount and kinds of aquatic plants and invertebrates


Harm fish populations by eating fish eggs


Competes with juvenile fish by feeding on benthic invertebrates








Inspect your boat, trailer, and equipment for any signs of the Rusty Crayfish.


Drain water from the motor, live well, bilge, and transom well while on shore and before leaving any water body.


Spray your boat and boating equipment with high-pressure water or leave it sit in the sun to dry for five days.

















Inhabit lakes, ponds and streams


Prefer areas that offer rocks, logs, or other debris as cover.


Reach maturity at a length of 1 3/8”, and reach a maximum length of 4 inches, not including claws.


Reproduce rapidly through asexual reproduction.
